AGREEMENT FOR PURCHASE OF BURIAL RIGHTS
Payment in Full at time of Purchase
_______________________________________ (“Purchaser”) and Congregation Albert of Albuquerque, New Mexico (the “Congregation”) agree that:

Purchaser purchases burial rights designated below in the Congregation Albert Cemetery (the “Cemetery”) on the following terms and conditions.
1. The burial rights purchased hereby are for the following gravesite(s):

2. The purchase price is $________________.  The Congregation acknowledges receipt of that amount as payment in full for the burial rights described in this Agreement.  
3. The purchase price set forth in this Agreement covers only the right of burial in the gravesite(s) described above. (See other side for highlighted price information.)  Fairview Cemetery, within which the Cemetery is located, imposes fees of its own for interment including the provision of a required partial concrete liner. Additional charges are also imposed by the funeral home utilized by the decedent’s family and for the purchase of a grave marker.  The Congregation has no responsibility for any of these costs or charges. To the maximum extent that is consistent with the Congregation budget and with fiscal responsibility, the Congregation will provide maintenance of the Cemetery grounds.  The Congregation will not provide maintenance of individual grave markers.
4. Payment in full for burial rights, and all necessary fees, must be made prior to interment.  All fees and charges owed to the Congregation will be required to be paid prior to internment.  Please note that there are additional fees to be paid to Fairview Memorial Park for opening and closing the grave.  Purchaser is responsible for contacting Fairview and making arrangements for payment prior to use of the plot.
5. All markers in the Cemetery must be approved in writing by the Administrator of the Congregation before being set.  All markers, including any base upon which the marker is set, must comply with the following requirements.  Only one marker may be placed on each burial plot.  Failure to follow these requirements may result in action by the Congregation to remove, repair, adjust or reset a marker, at the expense of the family member or other person who arranged for placement of a non-conforming marker. 

a The entire marker for a full size plot, including any structure upon which the marker is set, must be 28”x 16”.  Markers furnished by the Veterans Administration for deceased veterans may be 24”x12”.  Markers for a single cremains plot may not exceed 20” by 10”, including the base.
b All markers must be set flush with the ground, and must be uniform in size, shape and placement.

c Any marker placement requires notification to Congregation Albert’s administrator prior to setting any marker.

d The marker will be the only permanent adornment allowed on the grave.

e All graves must have a permanent marker installed within 18 months of interment.

f Markers may not have any religious symbols except those that represent the Jewish faith.

g Adornments to grave markers which may not be acceptable in the Cemetery include, but are not limited to: framed or etched photos or related images; family crests; and non-Jewish text or graphics.
6. If the burial rights covered by this Agreement are not used within twenty-five years from the date of this Agreement, and if the Congregation, through the exercise of reasonable diligence, is unable to locate either the purchaser, a spouse or partner, or a parent or child of the purchaser, then the burial rights will revert to the Congregation.
7. This Agreement is subject to the terms and conditions of the Congregation Albert Cemetery Rules and Regulations currently in effect, which are incorporated by reference into this Agreement.  Purchaser acknowledges receipt of a copy of the Cemetery Rules and Regulations.

The balance due of $_____________, is payable to the Congregation in 12 quarterly installments of $___________, without interest.  Quarterly installments are due beginning three months after the date of this Agreement and continuing every three months thereafter until paid in full.  If Purchaser defaults in the payment of any quarterly installment and fails to remedy the default within one year after the due date of the quarterly installment, then this Agreement will terminate without further notice to Purchaser and the burial rights covered by this Agreement will revert to the Congregation.  In case of any such default, the Purchaser will not be entitled to any refund of any portion of the purchase price paid before default.

3. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in Paragraph 2 of this Agreement, any unpaid portion of the purchase price must be paid in full prior to interment.
4. The purchase price set forth in this Agreement covers only the right of burial in the gravesite(s) described above. (See other side for highlighted price information.)  Fairview Cemetery, within which the Cemetery is located, imposes fees of its own for interment including the provision of a required partial concrete liner. Additional charges are also imposed by the funeral home utilized by the decedent’s family and for the purchase of a grave marker.  The Congregation has no responsibility for any of these costs or charges. To the maximum extent that is consistent with the Congregation budget and with fiscal responsibility, the Congregation will provide maintenance of the Cemetery grounds. d The marker will be the only permanent adornment allowed on the grave.

e All graves must have a permanent marker installed within 18 months of interment.

f Markers may not have any religious symbols except those that represent the Jewish faith.

g Adornments to grave markers which may not be acceptable in the Cemetery include, but are not limited to: framed or etched photos or related images; family crests; and non-Jewish text or graphics 
7. If the burial rights covered by this Agreement are not used within twenty-five years from the date of this Agreement, and if the Congregation, through the exercise of reasonable diligence, is unable to locate either the purchaser, a spouse or partner, or a parent or child of the purchaser, then the burial rights will revert to the Congregation.
8. This Agreement is subject to the terms and conditions of the Congregation Albert Cemetery Rules and Regulations currently in effect, which are incorporated by reference into this Agreement.  Purchaser acknowledges receipt of a copy of the Cemetery Rules and Regulations.
